Saga of the Stars is an educational video series which depicts the history of astronomers and astronomy, focusing on the development of theories to explain the nature of our solar system.  Saga of the Stars contains three volumes:

· Saga of the Stars Volume One (Archimedes and Ptolemy)

· Saga of the Stars Volume Two (Copernicus, Brahe, and Kepler)

· Saga of the Stars Volume Three (Galileo and Newton)

The goals of Saga of the Stars are as follows:

· To engage students in the exciting and dramatic history of the geocentric and heliocentric theories and their application in astronomy.

· To provide historical context which will enhance the scientific learning experience and allow students to make connections to other fields of study.
· To assist educators in communicating germane astronomical information to their students.

Saga of the Stars is designed for flexible use in order to make it more accessible and universally applicable for educators at various fields and levels.  While Saga of the Stars is at its heart a contiguous story, educators faced with time, resource, or other constraints may choose to use Saga of the Stars in other ways, such as:

· Showing Volume One, Volume Two, and Volume Three of Saga of the Stars in consecutive or non-consecutive class periods.

· Selecting portions of Saga of the Stars relevant to class material to show in isolation.

· Viewing Saga of the Stars privately to improve the educator’s understanding of the subject before teaching aforementioned subject to a class.

· Having a substitute teacher show Saga of the Stars.

· Not showing Saga of the Stars at all.
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
