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Goal:

The goal of Galactic Genius is to be the first to reach the supernova after traveling through the Visible Universe.  Follow the path of stars through the galaxies on your adventure.  Answer questions and read maps- learn to be a scientist and astronomer!  
Instructions:

Decide who goes first.  Use some clever trick i.e. who’s birthday is closest, or just be mature and figure it out.  Play moves in clockwise or counterclockwise direction.  You choose.  Pick a playing piece.  There are four pieces, thus this game if for 2 to 4 players ages 12 and up.  

Upon your turn, draw a Galactic Genius question card face down and put it into the Answer Cover Slip.  Turn it over and read the fact and/or question.  Use the picture on the card or the images and maps on the game board to answer the question.  Once you have stated your final answer out loud to the other player(s) you may take the card out of the Answer Cover Slip and see if you were correct.   If you are correct, advance ahead the number of starts the question card shows in the upper right hand corner.  Some cards are worth more stars.

Winning:
Once a player has successfully reached the end supernova, they have won and hopefully can be called a Galactic Genius!
Bonus Stars

Fire Red and Neon Orange stars allow the player to take a Bonus card.  The bonus card is a difficult galaxy classification question.  The bonus must be taken immediately, thus if a player lands on a red or orange star play is suspended until the bonus question is complete.  A player is not required to take a bonus card.  The same procedure as a normal question card us used: draw bonus card face down and insert into Answer Cover Slip.  Look at image and classify galaxy according to the Hubble Classification system.  If the galaxy is classified correctly, the player may advance 3 stars immediately.  If the bonus is answered incorrectly, the player must move back one star. 

(In the rare occasion that the player would answer incorrectly and move back one star and land on a “shooting star” (which is actually a meteoroid entering the earth’s atmosphere), the star trail may not be taken.  See Star Trails for more information)

Star Trails

Star trails are indicated by a silver glitter outline and then a glitter trail from one yellow star to another.  When a player lands on an outlined star, they may immediately move along the glitter trail from one star to the next.
